An independent, fve-year study by Augenblick, Palaich, and Associates (APA) affrms the strength of the Reading

The impact study found that, on average, students who participated during one year had signifcantly higher spring
assessment scores compared to similar students who did not participate. The program had a positive and statistically
signifcant impact on student literacy skills, as measured by teacher-administered assessments.
